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How to Play “Ready” Golf
1. The group should not travel as a pack, going to first to one ball, then the next, and so on. Each member of a foursome (or any group) should proceed directly to his or her ball. 
2. Begin preparing before you get to your ball. While walking to your ball, use the travel time to begin thinking over your next shot - the yardage, which club you'll use, and so on. 

3. Always keep your golf cart with you, and as close as possible to avoid wasting time walking back to it if there’s something in it that you need.  

4. Carry a few extra tees, ball marks and a spare ball in your pockets so you don't have to return to your golf bag to retrieve them, should you find yourself in need of one.

5. Only take 1-2 practice swings per shot. 

6. Immediately hit a provisional ball when you think your shot might have landed out of bounds or be lost, Don't walk ahead to search, only to have to return to the original spot to replay a shot.

7. Limit your search for lost balls. Don't spend more than 3 minutes searching - or just immediately play your provisional. 

8. When approaching a green, return your cart as close to the next tee box as possible. This can save about one-half hour per round. 

9. Begin lining up your putt and reading the break as soon as you reach the putting green. When it's your turn to putt, be prepared to step right up and take the stroke.

10. If your ball stops just inches away from the hole, say, "do you mind if I tap in?" Do so expeditiously and get out of the way.

11. Write down your score when you reach the next tee. Never stand on or next to the green after holing out in order to write down your score. When a hole is completed, leave the green promptly and proceed to the next tee without delay. 
Tips:

· Most experts say that a good pace of play not only increases enjoyment of the game, it can actually improve one's game. Standing around on every shot allows the muscles to cool down or limbs to stiffen up. A brisk pace can help keep a golfer loose and ready to play.

· Pace of play can be boiled down to two simple phrases: be prepared, and be ready to play.

· Use the groups ahead of you and behind you to gage your pace. If the group that teed off directly in front of you is pulling away - putting a full hole's distance between them and your group - you need to speed up. If there's no one in front of you holding you up, but you are holding up those behind you, either speed up or allow the trailing group to play through.[image: image8.jpg]
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
